Collaborative Inquiry Groups

Groups 
meet approximately one 
to two times a month over 
four to ten months, and 
incorporate an action-reflection 
process that generates 
new ways of understanding 
and experiencing ministry.

Once you have 
completed one round (you may 
complete multiple rounds), 
you may have the opportunity 
to initiate a new group with 
others. Coaching may be 
provided by seminary staff.
